g lastic is one of the defining

characteristics of modern life. It’s
difficult to go a day without using
some form of it!

But, did you know that many
plastic products contain chemicals
that can harm you?

One such chemical is called
Bispherol A (BPA), and is one of
the most widely used synthetic
components in the world.

Most of the clear, shatterproof
plastic used in baby bottles, food
storage containers and rigid water
bottles contain this chemical. It
is widely found in the lining of
various canned food and beverage
products as well.

Plastics that have the recycle
symbol with the number 7 likely
contain BPA.

CDC  scientists measured
BPA in 2,517 individuals aged
six years and older who took part
in a recent National Health and
Nutrition Examination Survey,
and found BPA in the urine of
nearly all of them.

Should we be concerned

HeALTHPOINT

about this? Absolutely! In the
past ten years, researchers have
been aggressively investigating the
potential harm of BPA and the
findings are staggering.

BPA has been linked to early
onset of puberty, infertlity,
miscarriages, birth defects,
abnormal brain  development,
obesity, diabetes, cardiovascular
disease, asthma, as well as breast,
prostate and uterine cancers.

How do you avoid BPA
exposure? Most importantly, stop
storing your beverages in plastic
bottles that have the recycle
symbol and number 7.

Also, avoid heating plastic
containers, whether its in a
microwave, leaving them out
in the sun or washing them in a
dishwasher. The heat accelerates
the breakdown of chemicals,
making them more likely to leach
into consumable items.

Finally, you can write to
Congress, strongly urging them
to ban BPA in these types of
products! i

He
stuffed all of his feelings, as he
feared he would exhibit the same
anger he had experienced grow-
ing up under an angry father. His

dad would take out his pent-up

emotions on his children.

This man had suppressed his
anger for so long, he’d lost touch
with his feelings, and came to us
in a state of numbness.

As he processed through his
emotions, we found that he be-
lieved the lie that if he expressed
his anger, he had to react just like
his dad. God brought revelation
of His truth to this lie, and the en-
emy lost his foothold! This man
was totally set free!

We taught him how to walk
in his freedom. He was warned
to listen and yield to God’s truth.
Secondly, to stand up to the devil
when he tries to harass.

So many acquiesce, much
like Americans have done, allow-
ing godly values to be eroded.

God is all powerful, and as
we live in His truth, and stand
against the enemy, we can enjoy
the freedom our Lord provides!

The third
tpe of
Jfear, and
one which
we should
all have, is
the fear of
the Lord.

several definitions, and also tells
us how to respond when threat-
ened by it.

One indication of how fear
is to be understood comes from
Isaiah 8:12 where God tells the
people of Israel not to fear the
things that the pagans do. Idola-
try is full of fears, but God’s chil-
dren were not to be afraid of the
false gods and superstitions that
surrounded them.

Another type of fear is caused
by the intimidation of adversar-
ies. God calls us not to be fear-
ful in dealing with our enemies.
We are expected to stand firmly
planted in His truth and with-
stand the enemy’s wiles.

A third type of fear, and one
which we should all have, is the
fear of the Lord. This is not a fear
of His power or retribution, but
an awe, a reverential fear of Who
He is. This allows us, as Hebrews
4:16 says, to come boldly before
God’s throne as any child would
come before his or her father.

Paul, in speaking about the

FEAR s of

first two types of fear, told Timo-
thy that God has not given us “a
spirit of fear, but of power, of
love and of a sound mind.”

What is meant by a sound
mind? Adam Clark’s Commen-
tary states that it is having “a
clear understanding, a sound
judgment, a rectified will, holy
passions, heavenly tempers; in a
word, the whole soul harmonized
in all its powers and faculties.”

Now that we have several
definitions, where do you fit into
this thing called fear?

Are you afraid of the effects
of the current economic situa-
tion, the threat of a terrorist at-
tack or nuclear proliferation?

These things should cause
concern, but not fear. They should
lead us to prayer for God’s wis-
dom and intervention.

Are you afraid of the enemy,
the devil? Many people feel Sa-
tan is as powerful as God, and
that there is a fight going on con-
stantly between them to deter-
mine who will rule. This is a LIE

which the adversary wants God’s

Bob could prepare for yet another
deployment.

His stint in Iraq gave me many
concerns, but my brave husband
always stood strong in his commit-
ment to serve our country.

He was there only a few
months, when one rainy Saturday
morning at 7:30 A.M., the Base
Chaplain and Sergeant knocked
on my door to let me know that
on behalf of a grateful nation, my
husband was killed while serving
his country.

This was the hardest day of my
life! I became a widow with a small
child, living on a base far away
from my family.

Although we planned for this
financially and legally, I never really
expected it to happen to us. I was
not prepared for this spiritually,
emotionally or physically.

Bob was the one who helped
keep me together ... and now he
was gone!

Explaining to our son that his
hero, his daddy was not coming
home was one of the most difficult
things I've ever had to do!

Bob was buried at Arlington

Cemetery in Virginia, and shortly
after returning to the base, I started
the process of getting little Bobby
placed on the Exceptional Family
Member Program, as he had been
diagnosed with a form of Autism.

My heart was hurting! My
husband was gone and my son was
slipping away.

Plus, I'd never dealt with the
abuse from my childhood. Now,
all those horrible memories were
closing in on me, and I had no
one to comfort me in the still of
the night.

I desperately needed to pull
myself together!

I'd heard about Faith Family
through a minister on the Sid
Roth show.

I went to FFM in hopes of
receiving God’s healing and was
not disappointed. It was awe-
some!

Dr. Bill and Toni have been
blessed with a powerful anointing
that is genuinely from the Father.

It was so comforting being
there, as they dealt calmly, but deci-
sively, with my painful issues.

There are some things that
are easily forgotten, but thanks to
Faith Family, I received revelation
from God, and revelation is never
forgotten.
